Board of Directors meeting Minutes

Directors Present: Sheri Woodworth, Renee Killiri, Mark Stein, Diane Thilmony, Dorothy Talkington, Susan Weidner, and Jack McKay

Also Present: Kevin Marrs of LPI

Call To Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:35 PM by Sheri.

Business at Hand: 

It was noted that LPI was present to assist with some topics and for the Board to additionally discuss how things will work with the new Firm. It was then noted that LPI’s first month actually on the job will be April.

Insurance: Renee noted that the current policy expires within the next week or so. Kevin had obtained one bid over the past week. After a brief discussion, Jack moved that LPI/Renee choose whichever policy they feel is of best value and coverage. Mark seconded the motion and the item carried unanimously. 

Fountain: There was discussion involving the proposed fountain installation that has been paused due to the inability to locate the power meter in an acceptable location. The Board had formally cancelled the project, but was then informed that the company planned to pursue to keep the deposit as damages. The Board discussed the options of attempting to continue with the project with Fountain Doctor, working to obtain the deposit back through legal demand if necessary, or reaching out to new vendors for the project. After discussion, Sheri moved for Kevin to get involved and attempt to continue with the project and find a solution for the power meter. Jack seconded the motion and the item carried unanimously.   

Legal: Kevin was asked about the Legal Services the Firm normally uses and how it works overall. He noted that LPI generally uses two different sources for the General HOA work. One is Joe Colombo, whom handles most of the Firm’s General Legal work, including Compliance Demands, General Opinions when necessary, and even Collections Actions. The other Firm noted was the office of Karen Wonsetler, whom was noted to be used for mostly Collections Actions as it can be affordable to clients as well. Kevin noted that the Firm will not engage counsel regarding any matter without first running it by the Board. 

Bladerunner: There was a brief discussion by Diane regarding items such as mowing frequency, detailing, and the scope of work outside the wall. Travis will be invited to a future meeting.

Wean & Malchow: LPI was asked to obtain the ruling regarding boats, and obtain the legal opinion that was prepared.

The last order of business was Sheri Woodworth formally resigning from the Board as acting President. The existing members thanked her for her hard work, and Renee Killiri will take over the role as President for the remainder of the term. 

From the floor: 

Lars White was in attendance and wanted to pass on some of the things they have been provided as feedback in attempting to sell their home. They reported that the homes in foreclosure are of a concern throughout the area, and some communities are forming guidelines on how those homes are addressed/maintained. Also noted was that the entrance walls could use some sprucing up with landscape installs. Overall, Lars noted appreciation to the Board and thanked the volunteers for giving their time to the community and noted awareness that it was not an easy task. 

LPI Compliance/Web Reports: Kevin accessed the firm’s web platform for the Board and provided an overview regarding getting onto the site, and ran a few reports that the Board will be able to run with any web access from anywhere. Additionally, sample compliance letters were presented and discussed. Kevin will do a ride with Jack at first to set the basis of Board concerning items. 

Adjournment: With no other business at hand, Mark moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:18 PM. The motion was seconded by Sheri and the meeting was adjourned.
