· Motion was made by Diane Thilmony and seconded by David Biddle to approve a one-time waiver of interest charges from 492 Rochester Street’s account.  Motion carried unanimously. 
GROUNDS & MAINTENANCE
The following items were identified and addressed:
· City if Oviedo completed sidewalk repairs throughout the community. 
· Motion was made by David Biddle and seconded by Jack McKay to ratify approval to retain The Lake Doctors to perform pond maintenance in the amount of $160.00 bi-monthly.  Motion carried unanimously.
PROPOSAL REVIEW
The following proposals were presented for review:
· Landscaping maintenance
· Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Dorothy Talkington to terminate Landscape Designs Solutions, Inc. and retain Grasshoppers Landscape Maintenance.  Grasshoppers will commence on property November 1, 2012.  Motion carried unanimously. 
· Fertilization/pest control 

· This service is included in Grasshoppers’ contract.
· Canopy trees around pond areas

· The Board would like to table this until Grasshoppers officially takes over their landscaping contract. At this time management will ask Grasshoppers to quote only the trees that they feel necessary to trim.  
ADMINISTRATIVE

NON-COMPLIANCE 
August Non-Compliance Reports and Final Notice Expirations were reviewed.
Board Action Requests – Non-Compliance:

· After a lengthy discussion, the Board agreed that the boat located at 483 Yorkshire Drive was never ‘grandfathered’ in and therefore must be removed from the property.  Management will inform the homeowner of the Board’s final decision.  
· The Board agreed to grant a 60-day extension to the homeowner at 925 Wellington Avenue for lawn maintenance retroactive to the date in which the request was received.
