NON-COMPLIANCE 
February Non-Compliance Reports and Final Notice Expirations were reviewed.
After a lengthy discussion regarding an open violation for a boat at 435 Rochester Street, the Board agreed to hold off on pursuing further legal action at this time pending Management to send an email containing all previous violations and pictures sent to this property.  The Board will determine how to proceed after viewing all supporting documentation. 
OLD BUSINESS

After a brief discussion regarding the well issue, the Board agreed to have Management send a letter to the new homeowner at 805 Wellington Avenue to try and obtain an updated survey on the property as well as invite them to attend the next Board of Directors meeting when installation of the well will be discussed further. 
NEW BUSINESS

The Board would like for Management to contact Grasshoppers to find out if they are responsible for cleaning up the trash around the ponds.  If this is not included in their services, an estimate to add this will be obtained. 

The Association’s Insurance policies are expiring in the near future.  The Board is not content with the service and pricing offered by Butler Insurance Agency and would like to look at other available options.  Management will obtain and email estimates to the Board so that they may vote on how to proceed. 
The Board agreed to have Wean & Malchow answer the Summons and Complaint of Mortgage Foreclosure against the current Association Attorney.  Management will obtain competitive quotes from other Attorney’s and will present this for review at the next scheduled Board of Directors meeting. 

An issue was addressed regarding an area on Artesia Street that Grasshoppers is not mowing.  Management will contact Grasshoppers to have them address this issue. 

Management will contact the City of Oviedo to obtain more information on whether the City can assist with issues regarding erosion around the ponds.
