GUEST SPEAKER 

The Association Landscaper Ryan Windham of Grasshoppers attended the meeting as a guest speaker to review the Associations current landscaping status as well as answer any questions the Board had. Mr. Windham discussed all aspects of the future sod installation and that he anticipates new spring growth at the entryways.  

OPEN FORUM

Boguslaw Grybowski of 301 Bentley Street addressed the Board regarding the Association’s current landscaping policies. Mr. Grybowski stated that he has been noticing many homes installing large amounts of mulch and rocks in their right of way and lawns.  The Board explained to Mr. Grybowski that the Florida Statues have now implemented a section pertaining to Florida Friendly Landscaping that the Association must adhere to.  The Board explained what is acceptable Florida Friendly landscaping versus not acceptable and stressed the fact that an ACC Application must still be submitted for any exterior modifications.  An ACC Application was supplied to Mr. Grybowski at this time.

Motion was made by Dorothy Talkington and seconded by David Biddle to approve Grasshoppers quote in the amount of $ 3,080.00 to install sod at the entrances. Motion carried unanimously. 
Christopher & Shauna Lipsey of 805 Wellington Avenue addressed the Board regarding the future well installation on their lot.   Mr. Lipsey voiced his concerns of possible vandalism once the pump is installed on their property and suggested that the Board explore options to keep this area secured.  The Board would like Management to contact Water Works to begin the process of obtaining all the appropriate permits and advised Mr. Lipsey that they will take his concerns and suggestions into consideration when the well project moves forward.
