Meeting was called to order at 6:32 PM.  Quorum was verified.  Meeting was properly noticed.
OPEN FORUM

Bill Condon of 435 Rochester Street acknowledged to the Board that he was in receipt of the letter from the Association Attorney regarding his boat and submitted an Architectural Review Application to install a screen structure on his fence so that the boat will not be visible from the street.  Mr. Condon was told to allow up to twenty one (21) days for the Architectural Review Committee to review his application and Management would send him their decision. 
Tom Trocine of 487 Artesia Street provided a flyer to the Board of Directors for an upcoming event, National Night Out, on August 6, 2013.  The Board thanked Mr. Trocine for this information and would like Management to place this on the community website. 
Bill Hovanetz of 473 Yorkshire Drive addressed his fellow Board Members with questions in regards to the correct protocol of installing a new fence at his home.  He asked what the best way to approach his neighbors with the proposed project would be.  The Board suggested that he first obtain a survey of his property to identify the owner of the fence and then to send a letter to his neighbors explaining his plan. 
MINUTES

Motion was made by David Biddle and seconded by Jack McKay to approve the May 14, 2013 Board Meeting Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIALS

Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded Dorothy Talkington to approve the May and June 2013 Financials as presented. Motion carried unanimously. 
COLLECTIONS
The Board reviewed the Attorney’s collection status updates. 

The Board would like Management to email a spreadsheet to include all homes in the community that are currently in Foreclosure as well as the latest status on them. 
GROUNDS & MAINTENANCE
The following items were identified and addressed:

· Sod re-installed at Lake Jessup entrance. 
· Fountain repaired on Yorkshire Drive.
· Fountain repaired on Artesia Street. 
· Upgrade to irrigation system completed at no cost to the Association ($1,000.00)
PROPOSAL REVIEW
The following proposals were presented for review:
· Fountain Maintenance
· Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Bill Hovanetz to approve Lake Masters maintenance agreement in the amount of $450.00 yearly, contingent upon further questions the Board would like answered.  Motion carried unanimously. 
· Triploid Grass Carp
· The Board would like to table this at this time to have Management further investigate on whether adding the carp to the ponds would be beneficial. 
ADMINISTRATIVE

· Updated the community website.
NON-COMPLIANCE 
June Non-Compliance Reports and Final Notice Expirations were reviewed.
The Board asked that Management contact the Association Attorney regarding their options for further enforcement on 301 Bentley Street with respect to their previous mediation agreement made with the Bentley Woods Community Association, Inc. concerning their trailer. 
The Board agreed to hold off on pursuing any further action on 747 Artesia Street with regards to a violation to pressure wash their driveway pending further investigation by Chris Lipsey.  
Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Chris Lipsey to approve a 60 day extension to the homeowner(s) residing at 575 Rochester Street to come into compliance with their open lawn violation. Motion carried unanimously. 
The Board approved sending multiple homes 21-Day Demand violation notices. 

The Board approved sending 379 Bentley Street to the Association Attorney for their lawn violation if they do not comply within the 21-Day Demand that was sent on July 9, 2013. 
OLD BUSINESS
Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Bill Hovanetz to agree to cancel the permit and close the file on the well project.  Motion carried unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS

Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Dorothy Talkington to accept the resignation of Susan Weidner from the Bentley Woods Board of Directors.  David Biddle opposed, however, the motion carried 4:1. 

Motion was made by Jack McKay and seconded by Bill Hovanetz to appoint Chris Lipsey to the fill the vacant position as Treasurer.  Motion carried unanimously.
